Report 

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 3 August 2004  

Cr Scott advised that he had received complaints about heavy vehicles standing down on Crown 
land at the corner of Orange Road and Eugowra Road.  

The Mayor suggested that Council staff enquire with the Roads and Traffic Authority into the 
construction of a hard stand area for trucks somewhere on the eastern approach to Parkes for 
the benefit of standing down trucks and that the matter should be placed for consideration in 
Council s Long Term Plan. The Director of Infrastructure now advises that a letter has been sent 
to the RTA requesting consideration of this request.   

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 17 August 2004  

Cr Pratt advised of an overhanging tree limb in the laneway at the rear of 55 East Street which 
emanates from Council s adjoining park and asked if it could be removed to provide clear 
passage for larger vehicles.  
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The Director of Operations undertook to attend to the matter and now advises that the limb has 
been removed.  

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 17 August 2004  

Cr Byrne advised that he had received concerns from shop owners in relation to the planned 
planting of tree stock in Clarinda Street as part of the current plans for its adaptation which may 
obscure shop frontages.  Cr Byrne asked if this could be raised with the consultants.  

The Director of Infrastructure undertook to raise the concerns with the planning consultants and 
now advises that the comments were relayed to the consultants for consideration .  

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 7 September 2004  

Cr Magill advised of a recent car rally that had utilised local roads and which had impacted 
severely on the roads causing considerable damage.  

The Director of Operations undertook to write to the organisers of the car rally advising them of 
the damage which occurred and of their obligations to inform Council of the routes proposed to 
be used when next intending to travel through the Shire and now advises that a letter has been 
forwarded to the organisers and subsequent discussions held.  

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 7 September 2004  

Cr Magill asked if a system could be implemented which would declare local roads closed to 
heavy vehicles in the event of wet weather.  

The Director of Operations undertook to instigate an appropriate road closing system in the event 
of wet weather and now advises that roads had been closed to vehicles over 3 tonne during 
recent rains and that this practice will continue.  

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 7 September 2004  

At this stage the Mayor asked the Director Planning and Environment to request the owners of 
the KMart/BiLo development to address parking difficulties which occur in their underground car 
park in an attempt to encourage more users of the facility to use the car park.  

The Director Planning and Environment undertook to contact the owners of the K-Mart/Bi-Lo 
development in relation to the request and now advises that communication was sent to Richard 
Anderson of Buildev requesting that they address the problem as soon as possible and offering 
to meet and discuss the matter if necessary.  

From the meeting of Council held on Tuesday 7 September 2004  

Cr Magill raised the matter of the intersection adjacent to the Catholic Church at Tullamore and 
asked for a final treatment to be made of the intersection to resolve continued complaints 
received from residents in that area relating to site distances at the corner.  

The Director of Operations undertook to investigate a final solution for the intersection and now 
advises that there has been considerable trimming and removal of wild wattle shrubs in both the 
Catholic Church yard and the property owned by Mr Pola and that the sight distances have been 
significantly increased by the removal of this scrub.

Executive Summary 

The Committee suggests that instead of attempting to secure a house to purchase for a 
proposed Doctors Residence, consideration be given to purchasing a block of land in Trundle 
with a view to locating a transportable home on the block at a future time.  The Committee is 
asking for $5,000.00 from the Trundle Village improvement for the purpose.  

Background Information 

A submission was lodged with the Department of Transport and Regional Services on the  
8 July 2004 for the provision of funding under Regional Partnerships for provision of a Doctor s 
residence in Trundle.

Executive Summary 

The Adavale Lane Community Centre Committee advises that rising insurance costs and repair 
expenses for the Hall's floor are prohibitive and may affect the future of the Centre.

Executive Summary 

The Parkes Early Childhood Centre has expressed an interest in utilising the A.E. Fox Park 
Netball Courts as carparking when the courts become obsolete after the Netball Centre is 
relocated to McGlynn Park.  The land is community land and may be licensed for alternative uses 
following public consultation.  

Background Information 

The Parkes Early Childhood Centre's utilisation has increased to the point where the current 
carpark is no longer adequate to meet total demand.  The use of the Netball Courts will be largely 
reduced after the movement of the Netball facility to McGlynn Park.  However, it is not known if 
the current Netball Courts will continue to be used by the public or Schools for sporting activities.  
Under the Local Government Act, Council is able to lease Public (Community) Land for periods 
not exceeding twenty-one years and for periods longer than five years, only after public 
consultation and Ministerial Approval (in certain cases).

The Associations have released the recommendations of the Working Party which carried out an 
investigation into complaints received from Councils and candidates in relation to the 2004 Local 
Government Elections.

The Local Government Elections held in March of 2004, attracted criticism from Council staff and 
Returning Officers involved in conducting the election on behalf of the State Electoral Office.  
Many candidates across NSW also voiced disappointment particularly in relation to the inability of 
local scrutineers to observe the process when ballot papers with group voting squares were 
transferred to Sydney for processing and for the way in which the State Electoral Office staff 
advised candidates of the requirements relating to the registration of electoral material.  The 
Panel received 126 submissions including 46 from Councils and 80 from individuals.
