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5.3 Mayoral Minute - Woodward Park Pavilion Upgrade   

 
Executive Summary 

At short notice Parkes has been allocated a game against Wagga Wagga in the final six of the 
NSW Country Cricket Cup on 27 December with another match the following day. Given the 
condition of the 52 year old Wes Cheney Pavilion at Woodward Park, funding of $6,300.00 plus 
GST has been advanced from Council's Long Term Management Plan to upgrade the pavilion for 
this event.  

Background Information 

NSW Country Cricket officials allocated two games on 27 and 28 December to Parkes as part of 
the final 16 series of the NSW Country Cup, a competition of significant prestige and prizemoney. 
The move was prompted by a sub standard pitch at Narromine. All other games are scheduled 
for Dubbo. Given the importance of the event, cricket officials suggested to Council the need for 
an upgrade of the Wes Cheney Pavilion at Woodward Park, constructed in 1952 and in dire need 
of upgrading. Quotations were invited for the work, the lowest being $6,300.00 plus GST for 
painting of the building exterior and interior.

Provision was made in Council's Long Term Plan under public amenities and grandstands for an 
allocation of $81,000.00 in 2006/2007 for upgrading of the pavilion at Woodward Park.

9.1 Community Partnership Program   

 

Executive Summary 

The Mayor and General Manager met with the Minister for Regional Development, the Hon David 
Campbell, at Parliament House on 8 December 2004 to discuss the Community Partnership 
Program. The Local Member (Cr Dawn Fardell) accompanied the delegation.  

Background Information 

The Community Partnership Program is an arrangement between Parkes and Blayney Councils, 
CSU Mitchell, Western Research Institute and the Department of State and Regional 
Development. Funding for the Program runs out next year.

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9.2 Shortage of Skilled Labour   

 
Executive Summary 

The Mayor and General Manager met with the Minister for Regional Development, the Hon David 
Campbell, at Parliament House on 8 December 2004. The topic discussed was the shortage of 
skilled labour. The Local Member (Cr Dawn Fardell) and local businessman, Neil Harrison 
accompanied the delegation.  

Background Information 

The shortage of skilled labour, particularly welders and boiler makers has been brought to 
Council's attention.  

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications

Budget & Financial Aspects 

No direct budget implications.  

Recommendation 

1. That the information be noted. 
2. That the Minister be thanked for his advice. 
3. That Council continue to promote the issue along the lines the Minister suggested.  

Report 

Although Parkes is not unique in experiencing difficulties in attracting skilled labour, Council has 
been made aware of particular problems with welders and boiler makers. Business expansion is 
being hindered because of this shortage.  

Discussions with the Minister canvassed the lack of TAFE courses, links with the schools, the 
Group Apprenticeship Scheme and the Regional Migration Program.  

Parkes Council suggested the merit of a housing scheme.  

The Minister agreed:  

1. to discuss the problem with Dr Refshauge, who has responsibility for the TAFE system; 
2. to ask the Regional Development Board to look to the Regional Migration Program; 
3. to ask the local DSRD to come up with a strategy which could be promoted in the city area; 
4. to ask the local DSRD to monitor the Group Apprenticeship Scheme; and 
5. to establish a task force of DSRD, TAFE, Parkes Council and private individuals to address 

the problem.   
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9.3 Open Cut Experience   

 
Executive Summary 

The Mayor and General Manager met with the Minister for Mineral Resources, the Hon K Hickey, 
at Parliament House on 8 December 2004. The topic of discussion was public access to the 
Peak Hill Gold Mine. The Local Member (Cr Dawn Fardell) accompanied the delegation.  

Background Information 

Council has previously expressed disappointment that visitations to the Peak Hill Gold Mine will 
be reduced.  

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications  

Nil.  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

There are not provisions in the current budget for servicing tourists at the Peak Hill Gold Mine.  

Recommendation 

That Council continue to attempt to find a resolution to the problem.  

Report 

Alkane have announced that access to the mine will be constricted to peak tourism periods. 
Some businesses have expressed concern about the effect on the town economy.  

A meeting was convened at Peak Hill on 4 November 2004. It became clear at that meeting that 
Council was expected to take a role in future administration of the attraction.  

A further meeting with Alkane is to occur.  

At the meeting with the Minister, Mr Hickey indicated that Council, through the Development 
Approval process, may have more influence than he would.  

The Minister enquired why Council would not assume the responsibility for the tourist attraction.  

He did say he wanted a beneficial solution.

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9.4 Cardina Park Bush Fire   

 
Executive Summary 

The Mayor and General Manager met with the Minister for Emergency Services, the Hon Tony 
Kelly, at Parliament House on 8 December 2004 to discuss the Cardina Park  Bush Fire. The 
Local Member (Cr Dawn Fardell) accompanied the delegation.  

Background Information 

The Minister was quite familiar with the fire, the largest in Parkes Shire since 1926.  

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications  

Nil.  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

Not known at this stage.  

Recommendation 

That the information be noted and the many issues which emerged as a result of the fire be 
followed up.  

Report 

The Mayor asked if the forensic investigation into the cause of the fire could be expedited, which 
the Minister agreed to do.  

The Mayor explained the hardship for some families because of the fire.  

Other matters discussed included:  

1. a prohibition on use of machinery during days of extreme fire conditions; 
2. problems with insurance of vehicles; and 
3 the need for centralised ordering during Section 44 emergencies.

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9.5 Attracting Doctor to Trundle   

 
Executive Summary 

Efforts are still being made to attract a Doctor to Trundle. To attract a Doctor, issues such as 
accommodation, surgery ownership or lease, and records need to be addressed.  

Background Information 

Dr Mark Gray has resigned as the Trundle Doctor. Efforts to find a replacement have been 
unsuccessful.  

Council has been asked to assist with the purchase of land for a new residence (approved 
Council meeting 7 December 2004 subject to Community Consultative Committee concurrence).  

Up until 1999 Council held in trust the proceeds of the sale of the former Doctor's residence at 
Trundle. In 1999 these funds totalling $54,078.00 together with $22,500.00 from the gas works 
sale, were provided to Mid West Area Health for the Trundle MPS. This was on the advice of the 
Trundle Community Consultative Committee.   

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications  

Nil.  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

Council has committed $5,000.00 for the land purchase, guaranteed $55,000.00 towards the 
residence costs, and is now asked to be involved in purchasing the equipment and records.  

Recommendation 

That Council continue to be involved in the attempts to attract a Doctor to Trundle and that the 
Mayor be authorised to approve the 'practice' purchase if this is deemed necessary over the 
Christmas break.   

Report 

A meeting was held at Trundle on 15 December 2004. Attending the meeting were 
representatives from the Central West Division of General Practice, the Area Consultative 
Committee, Parkes Council (Cr Newton and the General Manager) and representatives from the 
Trundle community.  

At this stage, efforts to attract a new Doctor, primarily through the Central West Division have 
been unsuccessful.  

Council has supported an application for funding for a residence through the Regional 
Partnerships Program. The application proposed funding as follows: 
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Grant requested  $120,000.00 
Local contributions/in kind support   $80,000.00

 
$200,000.00  

That original application was rejected.  

It is now proposed to purchase a vacant parcel of land and build a residence. Funds for the 
purchase price ($5,000.00) have been approved by Council from the Town Improvement Fund.  

It is now requested that Council purchase the 'practice'. This is essentially furniture and 
equipment, and the medical records. The Trundle representatives advise that, with the possibility 
of locums, such material would be better held by Council for perpetuity reasons. The cost of 
acquiring the furniture and equipment is around $7,000.00.  

The fundamental problem is still the attraction of a Doctor. The Division advises that an 
arrangement with Parkes Doctors is possible whereby those Doctors service Trundle with three 
sessions of four hours each weekly.

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9.6 Code of Conduct   

 
Executive Summary 

Under the provision of the Local Government Act 1993 all Councils must adopt a Code of 
Conduct pursuant to Section 440 of the Act, and once adopted Council officials should observe 
the Code of Conduct.  

Council's Code of Conduct has been reviewed and enhanced in line with the model code 
released by the Department of Local Government and is submitted for Council's consideration 
and adoption.  A copy of the updated Code of Conduct will be distributed separately for inclusion 
in Councillor's Information and Reference Handbook.  

Background Information 

The Local Government Act 1993 provides that every Council must prepare and adopt a Code of 
Conduct to be observed by Councillors, members of staff of the Council and delegates of the 
Council.  The Act also provides that a Council must, within twelve months after each ordinary 
election, review its Code of Conduct and make such changes to it as is considered appropriate.  

To assist in this process the Department of Local Government has released a model Code of 
Conduct which it states should be the minimum requirement for the Codes of Conduct adopted 
by Councils.  

Councillors are elected to represent the interests of residents and ratepayers, as members of the 
governing body of the Council, Councillors play a key role in creating and reviewing the Councils 
policies and objectives.  Staff have the responsibility of serving the community and owe their 
allegiance to the Council as their employer.  Staff must also know and understand the law 
relevant to the performance of their official duties.  

The community rightly expects Councillors and staff to be honest, responsible and equitable in 
their dealings with them and to have the public interest at heart.  The Code of Conduct is a key 
mechanism to assist Council officials to act honestly, ethically, responsibly and with 
accountability.

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10.2 Sustainable Finances Health Check (SFHC)   

 
Executive Summary 

The Sustainable Finances Health Check (SFHC) is presented in addition to the 30 June 2004 
financial accounts and Auditors report recently reported to Council.   

The Local Government Managers Association has, for some time, been concerned with the lack 
of a well understood set of financial indicators which consistently show Councils the state of their 
financial health. LGMA hopes the SFHC tools will be recognised by the Department of Local 
Government and the Local Government industry as setting a benchmark on what constitutes a 
healthy Council.  

Background Information 

The development of SFHC emerged as a result of concerns highlighted by the then Minister for 
Local government, Harry Woods, naming nine Councils in Parliament for poor financial 
performance.  

The Local Government Managers Association, after consultation with the Minister, and in 
conjunction with the Department of Local Government and the Local Government and Shires 
Association, and the Local Government Auditors Association established a Working Party made 
up of a diverse group of finance professionals and practicing General Managers, to develop a set 
of financial indicators which not only addressed concerns but which were readily understood and 
interpreted by Councillors and Managers, whether or not they have a financial background.  

The Local Government Financial Health Check was the result.  

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications  

Local Government (Financial Management) Regulation 1999.  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

The SFHC is calculated on a consolidated basis where all of Council's activities are included (ie 
General Fund, Water Fund and Sewerage Fund). This is comparable with Council's annual 
accounts that are also prepared on a consolidated basis.  

Recommendation

Report 

The SFHC is intended to be indicative of the financial health and presence of good business 
management practices being conducted by a Local Government Council.  
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A number of benchmarks have been developed to indicate the financial health of Council. Where 
appropriate, a colour coding 'traffic light' system has been developed to rate the presence and 
relative position of a Council's performance under the health check as follows:

Executive Summary 

The Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme was re-licensed on Wednesday, 3 November 
2004.  The Scheme is re-licensed every three years by the Department of Community Services.  

Background Information 

Children Services Advisors from the Department of Community Services assessed the 
Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme for re-licensing.  The assessment process undertaken 
by the Departmental Officers included risk assessment, observation of Co-ordination Unit Staff, 
Carers Practices, Playgroup staff and Playgroup environments and Carers interaction with the 
children at the Playgroup.  

The evaluation process also included an audit and review of the office environment and the 
Scheme's Policies and Procedures.  

A meeting was held at the end of the re-licensing Review Process with the Children's Services 
Advisors from the Department who advised that they were very impressed with the organisation, 
team work, planning and overall co-ordination of the Family Day Care Services.  The Department 
Officers stated that they evaluated our service as one of, if not the best Family Day Care Scheme 
they had observed.  

The highlight of the visit from the Children's Services Advisors was the positive feedback from 
Carers of the support and commitment which they had received from the Co-ordination Unit staff.

The Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme aims to provide children with high quality care that 
best promotes their learning and development.  The Scheme ensures the children have 
stimulating, positive experiences and interactions that foster all aspects of their development.  
The Scheme continually measures and improves its service through a quality and assurance 
process in which the Scheme is NCAC (National Childcare Accreditation Council) Accredited.  
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The Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme is sponsored by Parkes Shire Council, licensed 
and regulated by the Department of Community Services and receives operational funding and 
administers childcare benefits from the Federal Government.  

The Scheme has an approved equivalent full time (EFT) 288 places and is currently utilising 230 
places.  Difficulty is currently being experienced with the loss of Carers from the Scheme and in 
recruiting new Carers.  It is anticipated that the number of places being utilised within the 
Scheme will reduce during 2005.  

Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme provides care to the Parkes, Forbes and Peak Hill 
communities, coverage also extends to Trundle and Tullamore.  

The Scheme has 34 Carers registered with the Scheme and 4 In Home Carers and over 250 
families that utilise the Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care Scheme.  

The support provided by the Family Day Care Co-ordination Unit ensures that Carers are 
resourced, trained and up-to-date with current childcare practices.  Through observation and 
individual programming a range of experiences and materials are provided to meet the needs 
and interests of every child.  Carers provide age/stage appropriate and cultural experiences to 
develop positive self image and high self esteem to children.  

All children are provided with many opportunities to explore and interact with adults and other 
children of different ages through regular playgroup sessions and daily routine.  Carers provide a 
safe, warm and nurturing home environment.   

The Scheme is administered by Early Childhood trained staff, the Co-ordinator/Authorised 
Supervisor, 3 Child Development Officers and 1 Administrative Officer.  

The Co-ordination Unit recruits and monitors Carers as well as provides training, support and 
resources.  The Co-ordination Unit also ensures the safety and well being of the children through 
annual home inspections, regular home visits from trained staff, working with children checks and 
adherence to NSW Family Day Care State Regulations and the Parkes/Forbes Family Day Care 
Scheme Policies.

Mr 
Tom heads the executive which also includes Cr Ken Keith (Vice Chairman) and Secretary, 
Michael Greenwood. The committee has already appointed a Sydney based editor Tom 
Thompson as part of its charter to produce an updated history of the Parkes district in 2008 
to celebrate the 125th anniversary of the proclamation of Local Government and the 135th 
anniversary of the name change from Bushmans to Parkes.

The Sports Council has expended over $8,000.00 to upgrade corporate box facilities at 
Pioneer Oval which remain important in accommodating key visitors, including the Lord 
Mayor of Waverley (Peter Muscatt).  

6 Sports Events - Parkes continues to attract mayor events, the latest being:  

(a) the NSW Country Cup cricket fixture on 27 December between Parkes and Wagga 
Wagga, an event of considerable prestige as part of the final 16 of this competition;

Tourism Update  

1. Retail Television Commercial - The television commercial that was produced 
cooperatively between Council and the Parkes Regional Development Association is being 
screened on WIN across the region until Christmas.  It was resolved to proceed only with a 
fifteen second commercial, as this format was efficient in delivering the message and 
provides double the exposure, by doubling the number of placements for the same spend.    

A separate commercial promoting the attributes of the smaller centres within the shire will 
be produced and aired in early 2005, targeting a shoulder or low season to generate off-
peak visitation.  

2. Extended Retail Hours - Parkes Shire Tourism Board recently approached the Parkes 
Regional Development Association (PRDA) to consider extending weekend retail trading 
hours to capitalise on the expanding local sector and capitalise on visitor spending, 
predominantly on weekends.  PRDA introduced an optional trial period of extended trading 
hours on Thursday evenings, Saturday afternoon and Sundays in the lead up to Christmas.  
The Tourism Board contributed funding to the campaign to promote this trial, and will work 
with PRDA to analyse the success and ongoing benefits of this program.  

3. Newell Highway Update - The Newell Highway Promotions Committee is developing a 
pad map in conjunction with new display materials to promote the product on the consumer 
show circuit.  Peak Hill and Parkes are adequately represented on the map, with 
information including facilities that are available in each town, distances between towns, 
and what to see along the journey. 
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4. Film Central NSW - The CENTROC 'Film Central NSW' project continues to successfully 
develop interest in the region for film purposes.  In the past twelve months $827,300.00 has 
been spent in the CENTROC region on film productions (including television, movies and 
commercials) as a direct result of the project.  Enquiries for locations continue at a rapid 
pace, and Film Central has been praised for the region's responsiveness and embrace of 
this industry.  

5. Location Tour - The Department of State and Regional Development in conjunction with 
Film Central NSW recently coordinated a location tour of the region.  The 20-25 
participants on the tour represented a cross-section of leading film and television 
professionals, including Directors, Producers and Location Scouts.  The Parkes Shire 
component of the tour was well received and several participants paid particular attention 
to several local locations.  

6. Parkes Elvis Festival - The Parkes Elvis Festival continues to demonstrate its growth and 
tenacity.  With several major sponsors on board, the event program has doubled in size as 
the town prepares for its influx of sideburns and rhinestones come 7th January.  With the 
event more concentrated in the CBD, the festival is sure to attract more visitors and more 
attention.  Countrylink has confirmed a stand-alone train service from Sydney for the event.  
Notification of the announcement of Regional Flagship Event Funding from Tourism New 
South Wales is eagerly awaited.  

7. Resignation - Council would be aware that I tendered my resignation on 7 December, 
effective from January 21 to embark on a new and different career direction and take up a 
position as Key Account Manager with Regional Express.  

It is with regret that I leave Parkes, but I look forward to my new position and the 
opportunity for an ongoing relationship with Council and the region.  

I wish to take this opportunity to thank Council for the opportunities I've received and 
assure you that I will be an ambassador for Parkes for many years to come.

11.1 DA04220: Subdivision at Lot 40 DP 1061684 Vaucluse Place, Parkes   

 

Development Application Information  

Application No: DA04220  

Applicant: Mr S & Mrs L Miller  

Property: Lot 40 DP 1061684 Vaucluse Place, Parkes  

Proposal: Subdivision  

Executive Summary 

The application is for the subdivision of land known as Lot 40 DP 1061684, Vaucluse Place, 
Parkes into 26 residential allotments. The proposed subdivision will also involve the extension of 
three existing residential streets, the construction of a minor access road/street and the 
installation of utility services to service the new residential allotments.   

The proposed development is permitted under the Parkes Local Environmental Plan 1990 and 
can be approved.  

Background Information 

The proposed subdivision is located in South Parkes and is the fourth and final stage of the full 
residential development of the Vaucluse Heights Estate.   

Council has previously granted development consent for the subdivision of land within the 
Vaucluse Heights Estate on the following occasions:  

19 March 1991, Council approved the development of 19 residential allotments (S10/97).  

20 September 1994, Council approved the subdivision of 15 allotments (S41/94).  

29 March 1997 Council approved the development of 1 additional allotment under 
Subdivision Application No. S7/97.  

Legislative, Policy & Management Planning Implications  

The subject land is zoned 2(v) Urban and Village under the Parkes Local Environmental Plan 
1990. The proposed subdivision and associated road and infrastructure works are permitted 
under the Local Environmental Plan, but only with the consent of Council.  

Council s Development Control Plan for the Parkes Urban Area 1998 also applies to the 
development and identifies the land as being Residential .   
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Council s Residential Code 1998 applies to the development. The proposed subdivision has been 
assessed against the Residential Code and is generally consistent with the requirements of the 
code.  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

The developer will be responsible for the construction of roads, drainage, sewerage and 
reticulated water supply to properly service the development. Contributions will be required from 
the developer for water and sewer head works charges and street trees.  

An area of land located in the south western corner of the estate has already been reserved for 
open space by the developer. This area totals 3242 metres squared and satisfies the open space 
requirement under Council's Section 94 Contribution Plan for the entire Vaucluse Heights Estate. 
No further contributions for open space are required from the developer under this Development 
Application.  

Recommendation 

That the proposed development of twenty six residential allotments and associated road and 
infrastructure works be approved subject to conditions located at the end of this report.   

Report 

Details of Proposed Development  

An application has been received from Mr S Miller for the subdivision of land known as Lot 40 DP 
1061684 Vaucluse Place, Parkes into 26 residential allotments. The subject land is located on 
the southern outskirts of Parkes. The land is vacant and totals 2.1 hectares in area and gains 
direct vehicular access from Vaucluse Place, John Curtin Street and George Field Drive.   

The proposed development will involve the following works that require the development consent 
of Council:  

Creation of 26 residential allotments varying from 740 metres squared to 1023 metres 
squared in area  
Extension and construction of three existing streets (Vaucluse Place, John Curtin Street 
and George Field Drive). All street extensions will be provided with 16 metre wide road 
reservations. 
Construction of one minor access road (road reservation 10 metres wide), linking Vaucluse 
Place and George Field Drive. 
Creation of a 16 metre wide allotment of land to be later dedicated as a road to service an 
adjoining allotment of land known as Lot 310 DP 750152 for future subdivision.   

A plan of the proposed subdivision is located at the end of this report.  
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Location Map  

  

Consultation  

It was not considered necessary to consult with any government referral authority or adjoining 
landowners regarding the proposed development.  

Engineering Assessment  

The applicant has submitted details of reticulated water and sewerage services to each allotment 
which are generally acceptable. Sewerage and Water Supply infrastructure has partly been 
installed to service the proposed subdivision. Conditions have been included in the 
Recommendations requiring the applicant to submit final detailed drawings of reticulated water 
and sewerage services for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure.  

During the assessment the proposal, it was considered important to ensure that all new 
allotments that cannot drain all or part of their overland flows directly to the street kerb and gutter 
be provided with inter-allotment drainage. The applicant is therefore required to provide details of 
drainage lines and inter-allotment drainage on the final survey plan for approval.  

Environmental Assessment  

The submitted plan shows a portion of land between proposed lots 49 & 50 that is to be 
dedicated as a public road. The area will be an extension of John Curtin Street and if required, 
will provide vehicular access to vacant residential land to the south of the Vaucluse Heights 
Estate. The vacant land, owned by Parkes Shire Council, is zoned 2(v) Urban and Village under 
the Parkes Local Environmental Plan 1990 and may be subdivided for residential purposes at a 
later time. It is assessed that there is merit in extending John Curtin Street to provide vehicular 
access to any future residential subdivision on the vacant land south of Vaucluse Heights Estate. 
Should the road not be required, an additional residential allotment can be created in place of the 
road reserve, 
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The proposed design layout of the new residential allotments are considered acceptable and 
generally in accordance with Council's Residential Code 1998. Proposed Lot 60 is a battleaxe 
block. Battleaxe blocks are permitted under the Residential Code, subject to the battleaxe 
allotment having a minimum access width of 6 metres and a minimum area of 650 metres 
squared. Proposed Lot 60 is consistent with the requirements of the code and can be permitted.  

The applicant will be required to provide street trees to the development in accordance with 
Council's Residential Code 1998.  

Conclusion  

The proposed subdivision is the final stage of the Vaucluse Heights Subdivision. The subject land 
is zoned for urban purposes and is permitted under the Parkes Local Environmental Plan 1990. 
The proposed development has been assessed against Parkes Shire Council's Residential Code 
1998 and complies with the requirements of the code.  

Conditions  

Approved Plans and Documentation  

1. Development shall take place in accordance with the Parkes Shire Council stamped plan(s) 
and supporting documentation lodged in respect of Development Application No DA04220 
except where varied by the following conditions.  

Limitations on Consent  

2. No nuisance or interference with the amenity of the area is to be created by reason of any 
process or operation on the premises causing the emission of noise, dust, smoke or any 
polluted discharge whatsoever.  

3. This consent is not granted for the erection of any outdoor advertising signage on the site. 
Outdoor signage is required to comply with Parkes Shire Council's Outdoor Advertising 
Code 1998 and State Environmental Planning Policy No 64 'Advertising and Signage' prior 
to its display on the site.  

4. The final survey plan shall show the dedication of all new roads servicing the subdivision as 
public roads.  

5. The final survey plan shall show easements over all utility services, including water, sewer, 
and stormwater drainage facilities in favour of Parkes Shire Council.  

6. The final survey plan shall show inter-allotment drainage for those lots that cannot drain all 
or part of their overland flows directly to the street frontage or natural watercourse. Where 
required, the final survey plan and associated 88B instrument shall show appropriate 
easements for the drainage of stormwater to an approved stormwater drainage system.  

7. This consent shall not extend to and shall not affect the rights of Parkes Shire Council in 
respect of any matter or thing in or arising out of the approval which is not in conformity with 
the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979.  
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Principal Certifier Requirements  

8. The Applicant is to submit to Parkes Shire Council, at least two days prior to the 
commencement of any works, the attached 'Notice of Commencement of Building or 
Subdivision Works and Appointment of Principal Certifying Authority'.  

Inspections  

9. The Applicant shall permit access onto the land to officers of Parkes Shire Council or any 
other government department or public authority at reasonable times for the purposes of 
inspecting the operation and carrying out such control tests or readings as they consider 
necessary.  

10. The work shall be subject at any time during its progress to inspection by the appointed 
Principal Certifying Authority and shall be subject to alteration and/or addition as directed by 
the Principal Certifying Authority.  

11. The Applicant is required to obtain a Compliance Certificate from Parkes Shire Council or 
an Accredited Certifying Authority, certifying that all road-works, including drainage 
infrastructure, has been constructed and completed in accordance with AUS-
SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council. For the purposes of obtaining the Compliance Certificate, 
the roadworks must be inspected by Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the 
times specified below:  

(a) Earthworks:  Prior to any road works and when all sediment controls have been 
placed in position. 

(b) Road Drainage:  When all drainage work and structures are installed and prior to 
backfilling. 

(c) Kerb and Gutter:  When the road-base is properly formed and levels for the top 
of the kerb are in place and prior to pouring of concrete. 

(d) Road Pavement:  When the road-base is properly formed and compacted and 
prior to sealing. 

(e) Completion:  When all road works are completed, including sealing, directional 
signage, street lighting and street furniture.  

Note 1: The above Compliance Certificate(s) are required irrespective of whether the work 
has been inspected by a structural engineer, a lending authority or any other 
person.  

Note 2: Any additional Council inspection that is needed to verify the compliance of any work 
and that is beyond the scope of any Compliance Certificate package listed above will 
be charged at the individual inspection rate nominated in Parkes Shire Council's Fees 
and Charges Schedule.  

12. The Applicant is required to obtain a Compliance Certificate from Parkes Shire Council, 
certifying that all works, fees and charges required in connection with the provision of water 
supply to the subdivision have been undertaken and complied with in full.  The Certificate of 
Compliance shall include all relevant works verified by appropriate Compliance Certificates, 
fees and charges that are currently being applied at the time of the release of the final 
survey plan by Parkes Shire Council.  

Note 1: Water reticulation mains and services must be physically provided to all new 
residential allotments in accordance with Council's Residential Code and AUS-
SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council. Council will not issue the Subdivision Certificate 
until a Compliance Certificate has been issued by an Accredited Certifier or 
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Council, verifying that all works have been satisfactorily completed.  

Note 2: All monetary contributions in relation to the augmentation of reticulated water 
supply must be paid in full before Parkes Shire Council will issue a Certificate of 
Compliance.  

Note 3: A scaled "works as executed plan" showing the layout of water reticulation works 
that have been carried out in relation to the subdivision is required to be submitted 
to Parkes Shire Council for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure prior to 
the issue of a Certificate of Compliance.  

13. The Applicant is required to obtain a Certificate of Compliance from Parkes Shire Council, 
certifying that all works, fees and charges required in connection with the provision of 
sewerage to the subdivision have been undertaken and complied with in full.  The 
Certificate of Compliance shall include all relevant works verified by appropriate 
Compliance Certificates, fees and charges that are currently being applied at the time of the 
release of the final survey plan by Parkes Shire Council.  

Note 1: Reticulated sewer mains and services must be physically provided to all new 
residential lots in accordance with Council's Residential Code and AUS-
SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council.  Council will not issue the Subdivision Certificate 
until a Compliance Certificate has been issued by an Accredited Certifier or 
Council, verifying that all works have been satisfactorily completed.  

Note 2: All monetary contributions in relation to the augmentation of reticulated sewerage 
must be paid in full before Parkes Shire Council will issue a Certificate of 
Compliance.  

Note 3: A scaled "works as executed plan" showing the layout of sewerage works that 
have been carried out in relation to the subdivision is required to be submitted to 
Parkes Shire Council for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure prior to 
the issue of a Certificate of Compliance.  

14. The Applicant is required to obtain a Compliance Certificate from Parkes Shire Council or 
an Accredited Certifying Authority, certifying that all storm water drainage works, including 
inter-allotment drainage and retarding basins, have been constructed and completed in 
accordance with AUS-SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council. For the purposes of obtaining the 
Compliance Certificate, the inter-allotment drainage must be inspected by Council or an 
Accredited Certifying Authority.   

Note 1: The above Compliance Certificate(s) are required irrespective of whether the work 
has been inspected by a structural engineer, a lending authority or any other 
person.  

Note 2: Any additional Council inspection that is needed to verify the compliance of any work 
and that is beyond the scope of any Compliance Certificate package listed above will 
be charged at the individual inspection rate nominated in Parkes Shire Council's Fees 
and Charges Schedule.  
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Site Preparation Works  

15. All excavation and backfilling shall be executed in a safe manner in accordance with the 
appropriate professional standards.  

16. Any cutting and filling on the site shall be either battered at a maximum slope of one vertical 
to two horizontal (IV:2H) and revegetated or suitably retained by a retaining structure, 
designed and constructed to the appropriate engineering standards.  

Note 1: A retaining wall that does not comply with Parkes Shire Council's Exempt 
Development Control Plan 1998 will require prior consent from Council.  

Note 2: Cutting and filling on the site and the erection of retaining walls may require the 
approval and certification of a suitably qualified structural/geotechnical engineer.  

17. Any filling carried out on the site at the time of development and thereafter shall be properly 
compacted to standards acceptable to Parkes Shire Council's Director Planning and 
Environment.  

18. If an excavation extends below the level of the base of the footings of a building on an 
adjoining allotment of land, the person(s) causing the excavation to be made shall, at their 
own expense, comply with the requirements of Part 3.1.1.3 of the Building Code of 
Australia; and:  

(a) give notice to the owner of the adjoining allotment of land at least seven days 
before excavating below the level of the base of the adjoining building and furnish 
all particulars of the proposed works. 

(b) preserve and protect such building from damage. 
(c) if necessary underpin and support such building in an approved manner.  

Construction Works  

19. Prior to construction of the approved development it is necessary for the Applicant to obtain 
a Construction Certificate.  A Construction Certificate may be issued either by Parkes Shire 
Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority.  

Note 1: It is not necessary to lodge an application for a Construction Certificate if a 
Construction Certificate has been issued with this consent.  

Note 2: If you have been issued with a Construction Certificate by a Certifying Authority that is 
separate from Parkes Shire Council it will be necessary to lodge a copy of the 
Construction Certificate and any other approved documents with Council at least two 
days prior to the commencement of work on the site.  

20. All work must be wholly contained within the subject allotment. Any work outside the 
subject allotment on Council land will require authorisation pursuant to Section 138 of the 
Roads Act 1993. Accordingly a Section 138 approval shall be obtained prior to any work on 
Council land.  

21. All building work must be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Environmental 
Planning and Assessment Act 1979 and the Building Code of Australia.  

22. Construction work involving the use of electric or pneumatic tools or other noisy operations 
shall be carried out only between 7.00am and 8.00pm on weekdays and 8.00am and 
8.00pm on weekends and public holidays. 
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23. The developer must at all times maintain on the job a legible copy of the plan and 
specification approved with the Construction Certificate.  

24. A sign must be erected in a prominent position on any site on which building work, 
subdivision work or demolition work is being carried out. 
(i) showing the name, address and telephone number of the principal certifying authority 

for the work, and 
(ii) showing the name of the principal contractor (if any) for any building work and a 

telephone number on which that person may be contacted outside working hours, 
and 

(iii) stating that unauthorised entry to the work site is prohibited.  

Note 1: Any such sign is to be maintained while the building work, subdivision work or 
demolition work is being carried out, but must be removed when the work has 
been completed.  

Note 2: This condition does not apply to building work carried out inside an existing 
building, or building work carried out on premises that are to be occupied 
continuously (both during and outside work hours) while the work is being 
carried out.  

25. Building and construction materials, plant, equipment and the like are not to be placed or 
stored at any time on any adjoining public reserve, footpath or road.  

26. Throughout the course of construction operations on the land, toilet facilities are to be 
provided, at or in the vicinity of the work site on which work involved in the erection or 
demolition of a building is being carried out. Toilet facilities are to be provided at a rate of 
one toilet for every 20 persons or part of 20 persons employed at the site. Each toilet 
provided must be installed as follows:  

(a) In an area serviced by reticulated sewerage, connect the temporary builder's 
service to Parkes Shire Council's sewerage system in accordance with the 
requirements of Council's Director of Infrastructure. 

(b) Where the connection of the builder's toilet to Parkes Shire Council's sewerage 
system is impractical , an application to approve the use of a chemical closet is to 
be made to Council accompanied with the appropriate fee for processing.  

Utility Services  

27. Provide an underground electricity supply to all new residential allotments, including the 
provision of street lighting columns and luminaries, to comply with Country Energy's 
Networks Division Customer Connection Policy.  
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28. Advise the relevant telecommunications authority of the proposed subdivision and prior to 
the commencement of any development provide Parkes Shire Council with written evidence 
that suitable arrangements have been made for the provision of underground plant to the 
subdivision.  

29. All underground utility services shall be provided in a shared trench in accordance with the 
attached 'Shared Trench Agreement - Country Region of NSW'. A footpath plan clearly 
showing the placement of all utilities and landscaping shall be submitted and approved by 
Council s Director of Infrastructure prior to any works commencing.  

30. All redundant utility services shall be excavated, removed, backfilled and compacted with 
clean fill to the satisfaction of Council's Director of Planning and Environment.  

Plumbing and Drainage  

31. The applicant is required to obtain a Plumbing and Drainage Permit under Section 68 of the 
Local Government Act 1993. Plumbing and drainage work may not commence on the site 
until the Plumbing and Drainage Permit has been issued.  

32. The Applicant shall submit detailed design calculations and stormwater management plans 
for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure prior to commencement of any 
construction. Major event flood escape paths must be clearly shown, including details of 
impact on downstream catchment.  

33. Provide reticulated sewerage services to the development. Final details of proposed 
sewerage lines are to be submitted for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure.  

34. Provide Reticulated Water Supply to the development. Final details of water supply plans 
shall be submitted for approval by Council's Director of Infrastructure.  

35. Provide a minimum 35mm water service to each allotment in accordance with Council's 
Residential Code 1998, AUS-SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council, AS/NZS 3500 - 2003 and to 
the satisfaction of Council's Director of Infrastructure.  

36. Provide a single 100mm sewerage connection to each allotment in accordance with 
Council's Residential Code 1998, AUS-SPEC#1/Parkes Shire Council and to the 
satisfaction of Council's Director of Infrastructure.  

Road Naming  

37. Approval of road names for the subdivision must be made under a separate application to 
Parkes Shire Council in accordance with the Council's list of chosen street names.  

Note: The required application for road naming must be lodged and determined by 
Parkes Shire Council prior to the issue of the Subdivision Certificate.  

Note: All fees and charges associated with the lodgement of the application to name 
a road shall be borne by the developer.
