Report
From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 3 February 2004

Cr Laing drew Council’s attention to the traffic congestion being experienced in Clarinda Street,
Parkes caused largely by the manner of parking in the CBD. Cr Laing asked that a public
relations exercise be undertaken to make people aware of parking rules particularly in the busy
part of the CBD.

The Mayor suggested that Council’s Safety Officer investigate the suggestion.

The matter was considered by the Traffic Committee which recommended that the Road Safety
and Injury Prevention Officer publish information in the media regarding parking protocols. The
Road Safety and Injury Prevention Officer now advises that a media release was sent to the
Parkes Champion Post in late December 2004 (which is yet to be published) and a photo of the
RSIPO was also taken.
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From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 29 June 2004

Cr Keith referred to a house which had been transported to a vacant block in Bogan Gate with no
further works carried out to improve the property. Cr Keith advised that the dwelling was in a
state of disrepair.

The Director of Planning and Environment undertook to investigate the matter and now advises
that a Notice of Intention to Serve Order is to be issued.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 29 June 2004

Cr Newton referred to fencing on the eastern side of the Tullamore solid waste landfill and asked
that it be repaired.

The Director of Planning and Environment agreed to attend to the matter and now advises that a
new contractor has been appointed and that the situation is being monitored.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 3 August 2004

Cr Keith advised that the Chairman of the local Catchment Authority had informed him that the
local Authority office would remain open. Cr Keith advised that the Central West Catchment
Management Authority would be actively encouraging staff to utilise the Parkes office.

The Meeting agreed that the Central West Catchment Board be approached with a view to
placing staff in the Parkes office and the General Manager now advises that letters were written
to the two Chairmen of the Catchment Boards.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 3 August 2004

The Mayor requested that a tour of the Nash Tanks development be organized prior to a future
meeting of Council.

The General Manager undertook to organise a tour which was carried out on 7 September 2004.
From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 17 August 2004

Cr Newton advised that she had received complaints from Trundle residents in relation to the
condition of the property on the western approach to Trundle which was in an unsightly manner

due to accumulation of rubbish.

The Director Planning and Environment undertook to investigate the matter and now advises that
the residents concerned have been interviewed and the situation is being monitored.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 17 August 2004

Cr Hutton requested that proposed changes to the operation of the Parkes solid waste depot be
conveyed to the public.

The Director Planning and Environment undertook to investigate the matter and now advises that
the tender will be advertised early in 2005.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 17 August 2004

Cr Newton advised that a road opening in Kitchener Street to facilitate the installation of irrigation
in the nearby park had subsided and requires filling.
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The Director of Operations undertook to attend to the matter and now advises that the matter has
been rectified.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 21 September 2004

Cr McGrath advised of a request that he had received from a bus driver operating in the Trundle
area to reduce corrugations on local roads in the interest of safety.

The Mayor suggested that the bus driver be advised to contact Council’'s Engineering staff with
his concerns as this was the best way to have such work programmed for treatment.

The Director of Operations also undertook to investigate the matters raised and now advises that
the matter will be attended to as a matter of routine maintenance.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 2 November 2004

Cr Newton advised that the T-intersection advisory sign at the intersection of MR348 in Peak Hill
Road was missing.

The Director of Operations undertook to attend to the matter and now advises that the sign has
been reinstated.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 16 November 2004

Cr Pratt referred to an overgrown block of land at the northern end of Phoenix Street, Parkes and
enquired as to the process for having the block slashed.

The Mayor advised of the procedure for reporting such matters to the Rural Fire Service. The
Director of Operations undertook to report the details to the Rural Fire Service and now advises
that the Fire Control Officer issued a letter and the block has been subsequently slashed.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 16 November 2004

Cr Magill enquired as to Council’s practice of spraying roadside vegetation under its Weeds
Program and asked if there was a delay in the Program.

The Director of Operations advised that the noxious weed staff were having difficulty in
completing the program given other priorities, including spraying of locusts, and advised the
meeting that investigations were being made into the purchase of another spray unit which will
assist in maintaining the roadside vegetation spraying program. The Director of Operations now
advises that another spray unit has been ordered.

From the Meeting of Council held on Tuesday 16 November 2004

Cr Newton referred to the Tullamore airstrip and gave an update of the works carried out which
included Council’s replacement of the wind sock and the planned painting of the marker tyres by
the Rural Fire Service. Cr Newton advised that the airstrip ground was reported to be rough and
asked if there was anything Council could do to assist.

The Director of Operations undertook to have a Council roller put over the surface when climatic
conditions permit and now advises that the marker tyres have had the grass cleared from around
them and spray painted and the strip has been rolled.

Cr Newton enquired as to whether the condemned house at 71 Cardigan Street, Tullamore is to
be demolished or is it allowed to be ‘renovated'. The sale condition was that the building be
demolished and does this condition stand?

The Director Planning and Environment undertook to investigate the matter and now advises that
the property was recently sold and a Notice of Intention to Issue an Order to demolish has been
processed and sent to the new owner.

Dear Sir

This 2004 review of the Parkes Symphony Orchestra will be mainly an overview of the year
and the outlook for the orchestra in 2005. It will be brief as, over the ‘holiday’ period T will be
preparing a more detailed account for music development within the shire.

During the first two years the orchestra averaged about 25 players peaking to 29 musicians for
its 2001 concert. OF the members in that performance only 8 have been available this year for
regular rehearsals. The main reason for the loss of players is the number who have left the
district coupled with HSC school studies and work commitments. The instruments involved
have included all sections, that is, strings, woodwind and brass. That’s the bad news. The
good news is that through my regular free short music courses we have maintained a
reasonable string section, albeit a little less experienced.

Rehearsals have been maintained throughout the year with some of these being devoted to
introducing the younger members and adult beginners to playing in an orchestral
environment. Recent rehearsals averaging seventeen string musicians each with a total of
twenty one being involved. The encouraging factor is that this included five violas and a
double bass. Again, we ate about to lose two most promising violists, one to university and
the other because of a transfer to Adelaide. At our final rehearsal a new high school student
applied to learn the cello. We did have a clarinet, trumpet and saxophone at our final rehearsal
and prospects for more wind and brass players are encouraging. This wiil depend to some
extent on students being available from Mathew Law’s teaching practice.

In January, I will be working and planning for the most intensive and extensive music
promotion we have yet undertaken to, not only target potential new musicians, but also raise
the awareness of music within the community. It will of involve further development of the
orchestra but will also include other areas of practical music making and recreational music
for non musicians intended to help build future audiences. Some additional financial
resources will be required but it will be money well spent if it guarantees the successful

development of music for both the practical musician and the community at large.

Thank you for the ongoing support you have provided for the orchestra. I am confidently
looking forward to 2005.

controls/procedures. It was decided that this idea would be trialled; with a meeting of rates
staff and IT staff to be held at concurrent times.
