The Standing Committee on Law and Justice has currently undertaken an inquiry into whether it 
is appropriate and in the public interest to tailor community based sentencing options for rural 
and remote areas and for special need/disadvantaged populations.

The Standing Committee on Law and Justice advise that the public consultation phase of the 
inquiry is about to commence and they invite Council to make a submission to the inquiry. To 
assist submission makers, the Committee has prepared a discussion paper that canvasses the 
range of community based sentencing options currently available in NSW and gives a general 
overview of some of the issues relevant to the terms of reference.
