Executive Summary 

Rex Airlines has thanked Council for its continued support of the initiative relating to airport 
landing charges and pricing structure.  Rex requests that Council continue the initiative beyond 1 
July 2005.  

Background Information 

Council has for some time allowed a moratorium on landing fees associated with the cheaper 
($99.00) Rex Passenger fee.  The initiative which has assisted the Airline to provide increased 
services to Parkes has had a significant impact on revenues from landing fees in Council's 
Budget.  Council has recently resolved to end the moratorium effective 30 June 2005 with no 
further extensions.
