Executive Summary 

The Associations had written to Council earlier in 2005 regarding the development of a strategy 
focused on the long term reconstruction of public infrastructure and provision of essential 
services in tsunami affected areas of Asia.  

The Association now advises that unfortunately, a strategy will not be achievable in the short 
term.

Both the Local Government Association and the Shires Association at a meeting in early 
February, adopted a number of actions identifying how the Associations might support NSW 
Councils in their efforts to assist in the rebuilding process. There was general agreement at that 
time that the Association's role should be one of advice to member Councils, referral to relevant 
aid agencies and non-government agencies and coordination of whole of state strategies.  

The Associations now advise that through their discussions with various government and non-
government agencies it has become apparent that existing agencies are occupied fully with 
directing the funding and resources during the emergency phase of the project and are not keen 
to expand their existing programs and commitments.  

The Associations advise that they will be investigating the opportunity to design a project to 
assist with the needs of city authorities in affected areas and will be discussing the matter further 
with Indonesian and Commonwealth authorities.

Executive Summary 

The Australian Paralympic Committee has advised that in just 163 days time our Australian 
Winter Paralympic athletes will attempt to emulate the success of our summer athletes when they 
contest at the 2006 Winter Paralympic Games and requesting financial support from Council 
towards the cost of sending the team of athletes and staff to the Torina Games.  

Background Information 

The Australian Paralympic Committee advise that their estimated cost to send their team of 
athletes and staff to the Torino Games is $750,000.00. The Committee is seeking support from 
Parkes Shire Council through a donation of $250.00 towards the team.  

The goal of the Paralympic Team is to finish in the top three in the medal tally. The Committee 
advised that through the athletic accomplishments of their athletes they will be able to create an 
awareness of the abilities of people with disabilities.
