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8 INWARDS CORRESPONDENCE 

8.1 (ICR) NSW Department of Community Services - Youth Grant   

 

Executive Summary 

Advising that the Department of Community Services (DOCS) has made an amount of $2,000.00 
available to assist Council's "Young Citizen of the Year" to implement an Anti Racism and/or 
Community Harmony Project.  

Background Information 

As part of Youth Week 2006 the Minister for Youth the Hon Reba Meagher hosted a forum on 
racism and community harmony for the recipients of Young Citizen of the Year Awards as 
bestowed by local Councils.  At the forum the Minister pledged a grant of $2,000.00 (including 
GST) to all local Councils for the purpose of implementing a Anti Racism or Community Harmony 
Project.  The Department invites Council to administer the grant and where necessary support 
Council's Young Citizen of the Year (Mr Ossie Sutton) in implementing the project.  Council must 
indicate its intentions in relation to the grant funds by 12 May 2006.  

Mr Sutton is now undertaking tertiary studies in Wagga and has been contacted in relation to his 
ability to implement the project.

Executive Summary 

Parkes Little Athletics Club has sought Council's support and assistance in finalising 
arrangements for this major event involving 500 competitors on Sunday, 2 July 2006.  

Background Information 

The event, normally held in the metropolitan area, has been allocated to Parkes for the first time 
and represents a major sporting, tourism and economic windfall. An onsite meeting with NSW 
officials on Anzac Day confirmed that the event could be conducted within the confines of the 
Northparkes/Pioneer Oval/Alexandra Street complex, thereby offering little public inconvenience

Suggested Town Improvement   

 
Executive Summary 

The Tullamore & District Community Consultative Committee (TCCC) advises that they would 
like to spend the one-off Town Improvement Allocation on installing blinds/awnings on shop 
fronts in the main street of Tullamore.  

Background Information 

The TCCC were allocated $20,000.00 in Council's round of "one-off" Town Improvement Vote 
allocations in 2005/06.  At the time no specific program or project was suggested by Council or 
the TCCC.

Environment Planning and Assessment Act, 1989  

Budget & Financial Aspects 

A one-off additional allocation of $20,000.00 was provided to the Tullamore Town Improvement 
Vote in 2005/06.  

Recommendation 

1. For the decision of Council.  

Report 

Council's Planning staff advise that the installation of blinds and/or awnings on commercial 
properties would require the development consent of Council.  Development Applications would 
need to provide details of the design of the blind/awning and details of how they would attach to 
existing shop front awnings or verandahs.  

Planning staff also strongly recommend that the TCCC consult with Council's Heritage Advisor in 
relation to the proposal.  

Council may also consider the possible precedent that will be created if Town Improvement 
Funds are utilised to improve the amenity of commercial premises.  Whilst it is acknowledged 
that Council provided limited assistance with the painting of the Tullamore CBD via heritage 
funding and a small Town Improvement allocation, the benefit was seen as having heritage and 
promotional values.  

Structural improvements to commercial premises utilising town improvement funds may be seen 
as being outside the intent of the Town Improvement Vote Ethos.
