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5.3 Mayoral Minute - State Electoral Boundary Changes   

 
Executive Summary 

The Electoral Commission has decided on the boundaries and names for the Federal Electoral 
Divisions in NSW.  Changes were made to the redistribution maps first published on 30 June 
2006 (attached).  As the changes are not considered significant by the Commission, it has ruled 
out further objection periods and hearings.  

Background Information 

The redistribution map first published in June 2006 saw the removal of the Seat of Gwydir, the 
expansion of the Seat of Parkes to cover nearly 50% of the State and the Shires of Parkes, 
Forbes and Weddin moved into the Seat of Calare.  Council lodged an objection highlighting the 
inability of a sitting member to give adequate representation in such large electorates as the 
proposed Parkes and Farrer seats.  Council also strongly objected to the loss of the notion of 
"communities of interest" which is entrenched in the redistribution legislation.  

The new redistribution map (attached) now has Calare and Farrer as the largest Seats in NSW.  
Once again the changes would seem to have been made on a simplistic, population basis.
