Executive Summary

The Parkes Churches Caring in Crisis organisation has asked Council to give consideration to
providing rate relief to drought affected farmers.

Background Information

The plight of the rural community and businesses dependent upon the rural community has been
well documented in recent times. Parkes Shire Council together with other Councils within the
Mid-Lachlan Alliance have lobbied both State and Federal Government for a number of
assistance measures to help rural families through what is now regarded as the worst drought in
100 years. As part of that request for assistance Council has requested the State and Federal
Governments to provide rate relief for primary producers.
